Seattle Police Officers’ Guild Puts Perspective on Disciplinary System
In light of the recent news stories regarding the disciplinary system of the Seattle Police Department and the Office of Professional Accountability, the Seattle Police Officers’ Guild is presenting the statistics below, taken from the department’s OPA records.

· In 2006, 83.6% of the officers had ZERO complaints!

· 13.1% of the officers received only 1 complaint for the entire year!

· Less than 1% of the officers had 3 or more complaints.

Given the number of citizen contacts in a given year (over 500,000), SPOG is very proud of these stats! (The citizens of Seattle are served by a police department of approximately 1250 officers). It affirms that the Seattle Police Department is a clean and character-driven organization and one that continues to provide police services to the citizens in a professional manner.
