Felony Charges Dismissed against Detective Ron Smith
The Office of the Meade County State’s Attorney announced today that the alternative Aggravated/Simple Assault charge filed against Detective Ron Smith has been dismissed.

The law enforcement investigation, submitted to the Meade Count State’s Attorney’s office, established that Ron Smith was defending himself from a violent pre-meditated attack and he responded in a manner which was neither excessive nor unreasonable under the circumstances.

Sergeant Rich O’Neill, states, “We are overjoyed with this announcement that the Meade County State’s Attorney has dismissed the felony assault charges against Detective Ron Smith. We feel vindicated. As we said earlier, after a careful examination of the evidence it would be obvious that Detective Smith was a victim of a brutal assault and was merely defending himself. We remain confident that Detective Smith will be exonerated from the remaining weapons charge.”


This case illustrates the importance of reserving judgment until all facts can be thoroughly examined. We look forward to Detective Smith being returned to full duty.
